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allows for the use of a weapon which is a hundred times more
powerful than the pain tolerance level of an average individual
these matters need to be rethought and a moratorium is
necessary.

The entire issues surrounding the use of the taser is a cruel hoax
on the Canadian public. The police chiefs that were here
yesterday said, "let us keep the taser as an intermediate weapon
and give us some better direction." They have had since 1999
to provide direction and to heed the direction from people like
Mr. Begg. They have had time to institute training. They,
however, cannot even agree on a uniform policy.

There is a vicious circle in the taser issue. There is essentially
one manufacturer who sets the standards. The same
manufacturer trains the police and provides them with the
information they need. They then go on and train their
individual members. They have turned over policing to a non­
certified corporate entity.

Police officers including their commanders still believe that
tasering someone in the so called state of "excited delirium"
will save a life. Yet we have heard that only a clinician in a
hospital setting could even tell if delirium exists.

There has been a self-fulfilling prophecy that all of those who
have died suffered the same symptoms. In Mr. Dziekanski's
case the same was true. The police gave one version at the
beginning, but the tape showed something different. I am told
that at the end of his life Mr. Dziekanski believed he was about
to be shot and that the whole world had turned upside down.
